New School
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Architeral Plans: Unveiled out week of 1st Feb. Available to view in meeting room at Scoil no gCeithre Maistri- 16 classrooms, 5 special education tuition rooms, school hall, library, general resources room, admin office staff, staff room

Pre-planning application meetings: Now underway with planners wishing to swap the school and the car park


Suggestion by PA: Do as planners request with the widest part of the site available for the green/play areas. Reorientate the car park to maximise green space. Move all play areas to one side of the school

Concerns by PA: Safety and Security are high on the list. Current plans do not appear to maximise use of space. Plans have no football pitch and so no home games possible. Physical segregation of play areas means supervision will be difficult. Action: NON to request that the location of the school in relation to the other buildings in the area i.e. the stadium and the sports centre be indicated on the plans. Also the direction of traffic, movement of personnel to be clearly indicated. Confirm the plan for fencing around the perimeter.

Buses

Point of Clarification: Bus contract for buses bringing children to and from school is between the bus companies and the parents. Action: NON to request Briain to make this clear on the school web site.
